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A Report on the Arkansas State
Master Gardeners Conference

The Arkansas State Master Gardener Conference
was held in West Memphis at the Holiday Inn and
Convention Center. The theme for the conference
was “"Farms, Flowers, and Fields in the Delta.”

The Crittenden County Master Gardeners were ex-
cellent hosts. It was well planned and organized and
attention to detail was obvious in every aspect of
the packed agenda. The West Memphis Association
had only fen members until their intern class gradu-
ated and raised their ranks to 23 yet their industri-
ous effort to show off their city was remarkable.
Sharon Masner, a West Memphis Master Gardener,
organized three days of fours. She spent over a
year developing an impressive tour catalog that
highlighted the pleasures of Crittenden County gardening. Each four day included something very
unique to the area along with some lovely home gardens. The first day, Marion, Arkansas was the fo-
cus with a stop at their "Art" in the Park celebration and that evening, a welcome from Marion's
Mayor while the First United Methodist Church served Fried Chicken and BBQ. The second and third
day had three tour options. Though residential gardens were numerous, there was also a “bus” talk by
a farmer with a stop by his wheat field; lunch at the beautiful campus of Mid-South Community Col-
lege, an amazing display of wildflowers and vegetables by river fishing dock owners cultivated inside
the Mississippi River flood plain, which had flooded just this past spring, and a masterpiece rose gar-
den by a retired rose test grower for Jackson-Perkins. Can you say, "Plate-sized roses with no black
spot"?

In addition to the tours, seminars and workshops were being presented each morning in three
rooms simultaneously. I was so proud that five of our own Master Gardeners participated as present-
ers for our Arkansas neighbors: Bill Ferrell, Linda Lanier, Linda Overton Phillips, Jim Volgas, and Don
Wear. Thanks so much, guys. The educational slate was extensive with enough diversity in topics to
appeal to every master gardener.

Each day the main hall had different and artfully designed table centerpieces, awarded to lucky
participants at the end of the meal. The entrance and hall itself had stunning floral displays complete
with soybeans, wheat, corn, cotton and rice in celebration of Arkansas' main agricultural products.

Programs during lunch included an informative talk on Arkansas agricultural contributions by a
Farm Bureau representative and a presentation on the Proven Winners program.

The awards program was a rewarding highlight of the event for me. Master Gardener Associa-
tions, " MG friends" and service milestones were honored, projects were presented, and hard work
was recoghized. There were cheers and standing ovations as winners and milestones were announced.
I was cheering and clapping with everyone else, and I didn't even know any of the winners. But, it was
easy to get caught up in the excitement and interesting to see what others were doing.
